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BLESSINGS TO THE MEMBERS OF THE MAR THOMA CHURCH IN NORTH AMERICA AND EUROPE
Dearly beloved in Christ,

The Episcopal synod held on May 18, 2010 approved the minutes of the Diocesan Assembly, the Diocese of North
America and Europe, held at the Atlanta Mar Thoma Church, Georgia on April 17, 2010.

The main decisions are the following. They are informed for implementation.

1. Resolved to ratify the appointment of Rev. Vinoy Daniel as the Diocesan Secretary as of May 1, 2009 to
replace Rev. Biju S. Cherian who went on transfer.

2. The annual report and accounts for the year 2009 was unanimously approved by the Assembly.

3. Resolved to appoint Kuruvilla Cherian C.P.A., P.C. to be the auditor for the year 2010

4. Resolved to authorize the Diocesan Council to pay out the expense, for the first 5 months of 2011 not
exceeding 5/12 of the total expense of the year 2010.

5. Resolved to transfer $45,000 of the Thomas Mar Athanasius Memorial Endowment Fund (TMAME) to a
CD and send the interest of that amount to the Orientation Center in Kottayam with a request that the
amount be given to support theological students from this Diocese.

6. Resolved to transfer $28,000 of Mar Theophilus Endowment Fund to a CD and send the interest of that
amount to the Mar Thoma Evangelistic Association to meet the expenses of the speakers of the Maramon
convention attending from our Diocese.

7. Resolved to transfer $30,000 of the Mar Theodosius Endowment Fund to a CD and send the interest of
that amount to Rt. Rev. Dr. Geevarghese Mar Theodosius on an annual basis for disbursement for
theological education.

8. Resolved to ratify the formation of the “Council of Mar Thoma Parishes in Europe” (COMPE) as a
subcommittee of the Diocesan Council and to register as a charitable organization in the United Kingdom
if necessary. The Assembly decided to amend Clause 4 to include audited accounts, budget, and 33%
quorum and unanimously passed the resolution.

9. Resolved to implement a pilot program for lay youth chaplains by the Diocesan Council. The Assembly
proposed that a maximum of 2 persons with a contract of one year each be considered now. The report
will be presented to the Diocesan Assembly in 2011. The Diocesan Assembly unanimously passed this
resolution.
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
